Who Are The Prophets and What Did They Say? 
 

 
Haggai  was a post-exilic prophet who lamented the building of luxurious private houses while 
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Nehemiah. His overriding concerns are introduced with the word “consider.” He recognized the 
importance of the rebuilding the Temple, for therein one finds shalom: decency, community,  
security, and well-being for all. 
 
Zechariah  - Like Haggai, Zechariah was a post-exilic prophet who 
lamented over the ruins of the Temple. Unlike his counterpart, his 
book is speckled with precious messianic prophecies: Christ’s  
betrayal, the smitten shepherd with pierced hands and His  
universal reign. 
 
Malachi:  the last of the literary prophets and last book of the Old 
Testament. His name means “my messenger.” Nothing is known of 
Malachi except the utterances in his book that bears his name. In 
the opening verse he comes bearing a burden, the burden of the 
word of the Lord. The people were intermarrying with pagans and 
divorce was rampant. When a plague of locusts causes crop failure 
and economic distress the people become pessimistic. Malachi  
assures them that evil times will become good times if they return 
to the Lord and obey His laws. But they refuse, doubting the  
efficacy of temple worship and accusing God of winking at  
wickedness.

The Reading is from the First Epistle of St. Paul to the Corinthians 
 Chapter 15:1-11 

��� �� ���rethren, I would remind you in what terms I preached to you the Gospel, which you 
received, in which you stand, by which you are saved, if you hold it fast—unless you 
believed in vain.  For I delivered to you as of first importance what I also received, that 
Christ died for our sins in accordance with the Scriptures, that He was buried, that He 
rose on the third day in accordance with the Scriptures, and that He appeared to 
Cephas, then to the Twelve.  Then He appeared to more than five hundred brethren at 
one time, most of whom are still alive, though some have fallen asleep.  Then He 
appeared to James, then to all the Apostles.  Last of all, as to one untimely born, He 
appeared also to me.  For I am the least of the Apostles, unfit to be called an Apostle, 
because I persecuted the church of God.  But by the grace of God I am what I am, and 
His grace toward me was not in vain.  On the contrary, I worked harder than any of 
them, though it was not I, but the grace of God, which is with me.  Whether then it was I 
or they, so we preach and so you believed.
